	Raising the Target Frequency for the South Island 


	

	This notice is to advise the market that the System Operator will change the Reserve Management Tool (RMT) target frequency for a South Island DC EC event from 48 Hz to 48.15 Hz on 31st August 2011 at 11:00.

There will be no change to the frequency target for an AC CE event of 48 Hz in the South Island or to any frequency targets for the North Island.

This change will result in more South Island FIR (Fast Instantaneous Reserve) being required to cover an HVDC South transfer risk.

Background

Following an investigation into the under frequency event on the 1st August 2009 the System Operator has been aware that optimisation of reserve dispatch within station and/or block dispatch results in less reserve being held on the system than is modelled within RMT.

The outcome is that for an under frequency caused by the loss of the HVDC in South transfer, (when the HVDC is the binding risk,) the System Operator PPO for a CE event would not be met and the frequency would fall below 48 Hz.

Work has been carried out with the South Island reserve providers and some alleviation of this issue has been achieved. However recent high HVDC South transfer has demonstrated that there is still a discrepancy between the RMT model and what is provided by reserve providers.

Raising the target frequency will ensure the market purchases sufficient reserves to meet the System Operator PPO.
